This statement of supervision serves as agreement for all persons involved in the dissertation project. It is not legally binding.
At the beginning of each working year, the doctoral candidate compiles a research and qualification plan for her/his dissertation project. This plan is discussed with the supervisor and signed by both, doctoral candidate and supervisor. The doctoral candidate commits herself/himself to immediately inform her/his supervisor in case of deviation of her/his research and qualification plan. The supervisor supports the doctoral candidate in adhering to her/his research- and qualification plan. In graduate schools, doctoral programmes or young researchers groups, own research and qualifications plans apply (if applicable). 
Doctoral candidate and supervisor commit themselves to an open and cooperative work towards a successful completion of the dissertation project. It is agreed upon to meet – according to the particular working and research situation of the doctoral candidate – at a distance of       months for in-depth discussion about the working progress. Deadlines for progress reports and parts of the dissertation can be stated in the research and qualification plan. If this applies, the doctoral candidate commits herself/himself to comply with these deadlines. The supervisor commits herself/himself, to make time for the discussion of the doctoral candidate’s work and to advance the quality of the dissertation project through advising and discussion. Substantial parts of the dissertation will be commented in the required amount before the official submission. 
If the dissertation project is taking place within the scope of a part time position at HCU, it is agreed upon a balanced relation between work for the dissertation project and tasks in research, teaching, and administration. 
The HCU supports efforts of the doctoral candidate in acquiring funding by passing on information and consultation in the HCU Research School as well as statements for funding applications by the supervisor.
The doctoral candidate and the supervisor commit themselves to comply with the safeguarding of good scientific practice
. This includes for the doctoral candidate to refer to her/his supervisor or other trusted person in cases of doubt. For the supervisor, this explicitly includes the responsibility to respect and designate the authorship of the doctoral candidate for her/his texts and findings. 
The HCU doctoral college ensures an accompanying qualification programme (academic writing, methodology courses, coaching, etc. – in German). Participants of graduate schools, doctoral programmes or young researcher groups additionally benefit from a specialized curriculum. The supervisor as well as the HCU Research School support opportunities of self-organised collaboration of doctoral candidates, scientists, networks, etc. Individually supervised candidates shall be supported to participate in a HCU research group (according to her/his research project). 
If useful, measures to facilitate academic key qualifications can be arranged by the HCU doctoral college or other participants [e.g. qualification in own programmes, teaching assignments and didactical qualifications, internships, etc.]. The HCU Research School supports own efforts of the doctoral candidate by consultation, passing on information, communication of contacts, and financial allowances in the framework of promoting instruments of the HCU Research School or advices.
In case of default of the stated commitments, talks between the parties will be immediately convened and recondition the agreement. In case of conflict, both parties can refer to the chairperson of the doctoral examination board. 

All participants of this statement of supervision declare their agreement to pass general information about the dissertation project to the doctoral examination board allowing for statistical survey and evaluation of PhD-supervision at HCU. 

In case of early abandonment of the dissertation project, the doctoral candidate as well as her/his supervisor forwards a written explanation to the doctoral examination board.
Doctoral candidates coordinate the date for submission of her/his dissertation with the supervisor at an early stage to ensure an assessment within four months.
